There were 8 stations to be served snacks and 8 parents helped. The snack break starts at 10:15AM, so the snacks need to be delivered to each station a few minutes before. The following was brought to each station:



A tray with:
12 cheese sticks cut in half





8 muffins cut into ¼’s


A shopping bag with:
1 gallon bottled water





Plastic cups






Napkins





Baggie containing 4 oranges cut into 1/8’s

 It is best to cut the oranges and put in baggies the day before, this way it only takes about 30 minutes to get the rest ready with everyone helping. Plastic trays can be found in the kitchen.

5 dozen muffins





8 dozen cheese sticks






3 dozen oranges





8 gallons of bottled water
